Lesson to be presented during TEAMS on the first day of school:

Objective:  Introduce students to Wildcats PuRR and Positive

There are three main focuses here at the middle school.

We are: 

Positive, Respectful and Responsible.

As we go through the day today, we will be discussing how to be positive, respectful and responsible in all settings of the day.

The first part of PuRR is Positive.

Discuss:   What does it mean to be positive?   Why is that important at school?  How will displaying a positive attitude make your school year better?

Some of the ways we can demonstrate Positive are:

Show school pride-What does this mean?  How can we show school pride in the following settings:  Classroom?  Locker Bay? Hallway?  Cafeteria?  Restroom?

(Get examples from students.  This can mean following school rules, dressing appropriately, taking care of our building, greeting others, attending events, etc.)

Try your best- What does this mean? How can we try our best in the following settings:  Classroom?  Locker Bay?  Hallway?  Cafeteria?  Restroom?  (Examples:  Answering questions; turning in work, good handwriting, attention to detail, attempting to open locker, memorize combination, remembering to walk in the halls, keeping track of your supplies, taking care of business)

Interact Politely:  What does this look like in the following settings:  Classroom?  Locker Bay? Hallway?  Cafeteria?  Restroom? (Get examples from students.  This can mean speaking kindly to those around you, saying please and thank you, keeping your locker door open only wide enough to get in and leaving room for your neighbor to get into his/hers, waiting your turn, using kind words)

Be Willing to Help:  What does this look like in the following settings:  Classroom?  Locker Bay? Hallway?  Cafeteria?  Restroom?  (Get examples from students.  When others don’t understand, try to help them without giving answers, if someone drops something…help pick it up, ask “Can I help?”, volunteer to clean up the lunch table, etc.)

Believe in Yourself:  What does this mean?  How can you show that you believe in yourself?  Examples:  Look people in the eye, wear clean clothes that are appropriate for school, use good posture, attempt to do what you are asked to do before asking for help, know how to ask for help if you need it, etc.

Be Patient:  What does this look like in the following settings:  Classroom?  Locker Bay? Hallway?  Cafeteria?  Restroom? (Get examples from students.  Wait your turn, raise your hand, walk, use kind words, etc)

Get Involved:  What does this look like in the following settings:  Classroom?  Locker Bay? Hallway?  Cafeteria?  Restroom?  (Get examples from students.  Examples:  Participate in class discussions, join a club or group, volunteer to show someone how to do something, let the appropriate staff know if you see a problem, etc.)

CLOSURE:  Review ways students can demonstrate that they are Positive.  Encourage students to demonstrate this attitude throughout the year in all settings here at school.
