Lesson to be presented during 1st period on the first day of school.

Objective:  Review Positive and Introduce PuRR for all settings at the middle school.

Review what is PuRR?

Positive, Respectful, Responsible

Quickly review the Positive attributes/actions for all settings.  


Show school pride, Be willing to help, Be patient, Try your best, Believe in 

Yourself, Interact politely, Get Involved

In all settings of the school, R-II middle school students should be Positive, Respectful and Responsible.

Respectful- No matter where you are in the school building, it is important to be respectful.  Some ways we can show this is to:

· Keep hands, feet, objects and unkind words to yourself.  You should discuss how this relates to your classroom, and several other areas in the building.  For example:  walking in the hallway (not pushing or shoving), standing in line in the cafeteria, walking through someone’s classroom, etc.

· Follow adult directions and rules.   You should discuss some different adults in the building who may give directions (Ex:  lunch personnel, bus drivers, paraprofessionals, custodians, principal, other teachers).  Discuss how to respond to directions given.  Try to focus on the positive ways to do this, at this point, do not give negative examples.   You may want to discuss some directions you might be given:  Examples:  Get out a piece of paper, pick something up, keep your hands to yourself, walk, move to a different seat, etc.

Responsible- No matter where you are in the school building, it is important to be responsible.  Some ways we can show this is to:

· Clean up after yourself-Discuss examples: (If you borrow something, return it where you found it; if you drop something, pick it up; if you spill something, contact someone who can help you get materials to clean it up) 

· Use time efficiently-Discuss how to accomplish this in several settings including locker bays, restrooms, cafeteria, classroom, the nurse’s office, resource room.

· Have necessary materials-Discuss how to accomplish this in several settings:  p.e., math, cafeteria, hallway during class, any classroom.
CLOSURE:  Remind students that the PuRR expectations will be reviewed in all setting today and that these are the expectations for students at R-II Middle School throughout the school day.
