Lesson to be presented during 3rd period on the first day of school.

Objective:  Introduce PBS expectations for the cafeteria

Review what is PuRR?

Positive, Respectful, Responsible

Quickly review the Positive attributes/actions for all settings.  


Show school pride, Be willing to help, Be patient, Try your best, Believe in 

Yourself, Interact politely, Get Involved

In the Cafeteria, all students should be Positive Respectful and Responsible.

Respectful- In order to show respect in the cafeteria, students should:

· Be polite to the cafeteria personnel-give example here:  “I’ll have the salad, please.” Or “Thank you”  “How are you today?”  “My number is 99999”  “Thank you”  

· Use appropriate language and volume-remember that to choose topics for discussion at lunch that will not be objectionable to your tablemates.  Volume should be only loud enough for the people near you to hear (about six people).  Someone two table away should have no idea what you are talking about.

· Use good table manners-Discuss table manners.  Some that might be discussed are:  not chewing with your mouth open, not talking with your mouth full, using a napkin, cleaning your area, eating only food that belongs to you, remembering to keep hands, feet, objects and unkind words to yourself.

· Eat your own food-It is polite to wait for someone to offer you something that they may not want.  If they do not offer, do not ask.  

· Use polite behavior while waiting in line-line up by class; wait your turn; respect space; keep hands, feet, objects and unkind words to yourself.
Responsible-In order to show you are responsible in the cafeteria, students should:

· Have you lunch account number ready- Tell your number clearly to the lunch clerk (usually Mrs. Pazzelli).  Your lunch number is five numbers.  Make sure you memorize your number.  It helps you get through the line faster.  

· Stay at your assigned table-
· Keep your space and table clean- Make sure you empty leftovers from your tray into the trash, put your silverware in the bucket and put your tray in the tray holder facing the same direction as the tray below it.  Wipe off your space.  Check to make sure none of your food fell onto the floor.  If it did, use a napkin to pick it up and then throw it away.  If you are asked to wipe the table, please do so.

· Remain seated until dismissed-a teacher on duty will check your table and then dismiss you.  Stay in your seat until then.

CLOSURE:   Reiterate the importance of being Positive, Respectful and Responsible in the cafeteria.  Remind students that Positive, Respectful and Responsible will be the expectation for the school year.
