Lesson to be presented during 2nd period on the first day of school.

Objective:  Introduce PuRR for the hallways

Review what is PuRR?

Positive, Respectful, Responsible

Quickly review the Positive attributes/actions for all settings.  


Show school pride, Be willing to help, Be patient, Try your best, Believe in 

Yourself, Interact politely, Get Involved

In the Hallways, Wildcat students should be Positive, Respectful and Responsible.

Respectful-  In order to show respect in the hallways, one should

· Respect other’s space- Discuss what this means.  How much space do people need in the hallway.  What if someone in front of you is walking too slow?  Saying “Excuse me”, watch where the wall is and where you and others are.

· Keep hands, feet, objects and unkind words to yourself- Review the importance of this rule and how it keeps everyone safe.  

· Use appropriate language and volume-Remember what language is acceptable in school.  Some things may be said in other situations may not be appropriate here.  Students should think before they speak to ensure that appropriate language is chose.  In the hallways, what volume is appropriate?  Get examples from your class.

· Follow directions quickly and politely-Review what directions may be given in the hallway and how to politely respond.  One can never go wrong when responding with “Yes, ma’am” or “Yes, sir.”

Responsible- to be responsible in the hallways, one should:

· Move promptly to your destination-time for visiting is lunch, before school.  You can visit while you walk, but make it snappy.  Avoid the trap of walking a friend to class and putting yourself in jeopardy of being tardy.

· Stay to the right and go with the flow-this is how our society moves in any traffic- the aisles in a store, hallways in any building, roads, etc.

· Pick up after yourself-If you drop something, pick it up.  Trash goes in the trash cans located in all classrooms and in the foyer.

· Walk

CLOSURE:  Reiterate major points of PuRR in the hallways and remind students these are the expectations for behavior throughout the school year.
