            Students of the Week - Extras  (Sharks in the water)

C-Arrggh Mateys, it is hard work running a pirate ship!

All-Aye!

C-I’ve got to enforce the expectations by the BTE Code of Conduct.

All-Aye!

C-So Mateys, it’s time to swab the decks.

All-Aye!

(Everyone starts mopping the floor)

VanZee- (drops the mop and wanders off, looking off in space)

C- Shiver me timbers Pirate Van Zee, what are you doing?

VanZee - looking at the sharks

c-What should you be doing?

VanZee -I don’t know captain.

C-Avest ye varmit!  Maybe one of our shark students of the week can give you the answer.

(Ask one of the sharks “swimming” around for the answer)

(Student answers)

VanZee - You’re right, I should have…(repeat the answer)

C-Do you need to practice?

VanZee -No, I think I can do it.

C-Now can you do this on your own?

VanZee - Yes, I’ll get right to it Captain.

(Crew mops some more)

C-Aye (claps) Pirate Van Zee is a safe, respectful, responsible learner!

C- Now that the swabbin’s done, we need to practice our marching!

(Crew lines up in a single file)

C-Hup two three four, hup two three four

(Crew marches around the ship)

McFarland-Pushes P1 twice 

C-Arrghh there me heartie, what are you doing?

McFarland -I was pushing VanZee.

C-What should you have been doing?

McFarland - Not sure Captain?

C- Maybe one of our shark students of the week can answer the question.

           (Ask a shark what McFarland should have been doing.)

            Student answers

C- Do you need to practice?

McFarland -No, I think I can follow the code of conduct.

C-Can you do this on your own?

McFarland - Aye, aye Captain.

(Crew marches around some more.)

C- Good job me hearties.  Pirate McFarland (clap) is a safe, respectful, responsible learner.

C-    Arrghh, the ships a slowin’, we’re plum out of breeze.  I need all you pirates to fan your hands to make a breeze.  (Turn to audience and have them fan, too,
While the Captain is speaking, P3 is going to be talking to P4

Everyone, except P3 and P4 fans their hands (get audience participation)

P3 and P4 continue to talk to each other.)

C- Aye Pirates Reed and Schrum , what are you doing?

Reed and Schrum- Talking to each other, Captain.

C-What should you have been doing?

Reed and Schrum – Swabbing the deck?

C-No! I should feed you to the sharks!  Lets ask one of those safe, respectful, responsible learner sharks.

(Pick a shark)  Shark (student’s name), what should those pirates have been doing?  The shark responses.

Reed and Schrum- Aye (smack your hand on your head)  We should have been listening and not talking.

C- Do you need to practice?

Reed and Schrum -No, we think we can follow the code of conduct.

C-Can you do this on your own?

Reed and Schrum - Aye, aye Captain.

(Crew fans some more)

C- Aye, Pirates Reed and Schrum (clap) are safe, respectful, responsible learners.
C-The framings not working, the Spaniards are about to catch us, we ALL need to row to get our ship away.

(Everyone starts rowing.  Get audience participation.

Captain rows briefly but yawns and lays down and goes to sleep.)

All- Arrghhh Captain.  Wake up!!!

(Captain still sleeps.)

P1- Looks to audience.  On the count of three, I need everyone to yell Wake Up Captain!  1….2….3….

All-Wake up captain!!

Van Zee-What are you doing?

C-Sleeping

McFarland- What should you have been doing?

C- I don’t know

Reed- You were supposed to be helping us row.  Do you need to practice?

C-No, I think I can follow the code of conduct.

Schrum-Can you do this on your own?

C- Aye

(Crew rows some more, but not the captain.)

VanZee- Well, shiver me timbers Captain, you are not following the code of conduct.

All-Well, then we guesses you’ll need to walk the plank!

McFarland-Get the feather and “push” Katie on the plank

C-walks the plank  I sure wish I would have been a safe, respectful, responsible learner!  Walks into the pool

All-Well, we guess we’ll need a new captain who knows the BTE Code of Conduct!
