Expectation: I Am Respectful

	Specific Behavior: Actively listen.

	Context:  Classroom

	Content & Skills:

Each student will be able to demonstrate active listening by identifying and demonstrating the 4 steps of active listening while listening to a classroom presentation.



	Tell: (Define and identify the steps of the behavior.)

1) Define active listening – To listen is not just to hear; it is the active building of meaning from all the signals -- verbal and nonverbal -- a speaker is sending."  When the listener understands the meaning of a message, he or she can respond to it.

2) Identify and demonstrate the steps of active listening: (Use pictures of kids appropriately demonstrating each component) 
b - body language – body turned toward the speaker

e -  eye contact – maintain visual contact with the face of the speaker

l -  listen for main points

r - respond to the message – be ready to tell a peer the message in your own words    

     or form a question about the message.

	Show:

Enlist the assistance of the Assistant Principal.  After you define active listening and provide demonstrations of the steps, have the Assistant Principal come into your class.  Have her describe something that will be very interesting to your students (for example, the reinforcement system Sunny Vale High School will utilize.) 

Example: You, the teacher, will demonstrate the body language, eye contact, listening for big ideas (you can write one word for each big idea), and responding to the message (raise your hand to ask a question or ask to retell the main points to a student.)   

 Nonexample: An adult is providing an answer to a question asked by the teacher.  Two students are turned away from the speaker and are talking to each other.

Example: A teacher explains how to complete a task in class.  Each student actively listens and can identify the task and some or all of the steps to complete it.

	Practice:
1) Get a high school student to make a video demonstrating appropriate body language, eye contact, and listening stance by doing a break dance.  
2) Present the following challenge to your students:  Which student can write a song or rap for the steps of active listening.  
3) Students can quietly go through the rap or song before an activity that requires active listening.

	Feedback: Recognize the efforts of students who actively listen.  Students can tally and graph active listening.


	Reteach:
1) Place the pictures on an “Active Listening” bulletin board.

2) Play the rap or song developed by your student.

3) Intermittently ask students to identify active listening behaviors while you are lecturing.
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
