Phase 1 = Implement Universals (8-12 wks)

· Teach, Practice, Acknowledge, Respond Consistently

· Schoolwide, Non-classroom, Classroom

· Implement a minimum 8-12 weeks (Sprague, p. 28)

· Caveat = Students who require immediate assistance
