Key Features
· Part of a continuum that provides additional support to some students and is linked to school-wide PBS system

· Includes an efficient and effective way to identify at-risk students (teacher nomination, use of data decision rules and/or universal screening instrument)

· Goal is to provide rapid access to a standard treatment of interventions that are continuously available

· Interventions are matched to presenting problem, but not highly individualized

· Teach pro-social replacement behavior

· Staff implementing interventions has skills and team based support

· ALL staff aware of interventions and their part in promoting generalization

Considerations
· Not fixed group of students; clear entry and exit criteria; data collected for each intervention and used to monitor progress

· Least intrusive but matched to student need

· Response may be environmental changes without direct student intervention

· Check-in/Check-out,
